Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ:  
 
“Amen, I say to you, whatever you did for one of these least brothers of mine, you did for 
me” (Mt. 25:40). As men and women of faith we take the Gospel challenge of our Savior Jesus 
Christ to heart as we endeavor to keep the faith. Modern culture and our gadget dependent               
society have created an age of convenience, but an age that oŌen forgets those with no voice  
because their existence is not convenient to us. Next weekend on September 10 and 11 the                 
Diocese of Palm Beach will have a special collecƟon to benefit the Respect Life Ministry and                 
Migrant Ministry.  

 

Tens of thousands of our brothers and sisters of all faiths, races, ethniciƟes, and cultures are sƟll confronƟng adversity 
and persecuƟon all around the world. Closer to home, our faith faces the challenges of a society that has an increasing 
disrespect for the dignity of human life and the human person.
