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SEVENTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
KEEP PRAYING 

 St. Monica, whose feast we celebrate in August, is oŌen known as “the persistent 
mother.” She watched her oldest son, AugusƟne, turn his back on his ChrisƟan faith.  
 Monica was exasperated. For years she gave up talking directly to her son on the 
advice of a local bishop, who told her that it was beƩer to talk to God about AugusƟne then 
to AugusƟne about God. 
 The mother never gave up praying for her son. Eventually AugusƟne gave up his wild 
ways, was bapƟzed, and later ordained and named bishop of Hippo. St. AugusƟne went on 
to become one of the Church’s greatest scholars. 

 Today’s readings address the importance of persistent prayer. Abraham, in spite of trepidaƟon that he is bothering 
the Lord, conƟnues to ask about the fate of Sodom and Gomorrah. Jesus, in Luke’s Gospel, tells his disciples to “ask 
and you will receive; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to you” (Luke 11:9). This is our charge:

You are the visible face of the invisible Father, of the God who manifests his power above all  
by forgiveness and mercy: let the Church be your visible face in the world, its Lord risen and 
glorified. You willed that your ministers would also be clothed in weakness in order that they 

may feel compassion for those in ignorance and error: let everyone who approaches them                       
feel sought aŌer, loved, and forgiven by God.  

Send your Spirit and consecrate every one of us with its anoinƟng, so that the Jubilee of Mercy 
may be a year of grace from the Lord, and your Church, with renewed enthusiasm,                           
may bring good news to the poor, proclaim liberty to capƟves and the oppressed,                               

and restore sight to the blind.  
We ask this of you, Lord Jesus, through the intercession of Mary, Mother of Mercy;  
you who live and reign with the Father and the Holy Spirit forever and ever. Amen.
